What is St. Andrewôs Education Endowment Fund?  Our records show that 

the fund was started in 1993 by Eileen Middelberg after her husband, Frank, passed 

away.  Frank and Eileen were very active in our parish and often assisted at the 

school.  One of their daughters, Roseanne Fels, has taught at our school for many 

years. 
 

The Education Endowment Fund is used to assist St Andrew families who are in 

need of financial assistance in order to keep their children in our parish grade school.  

This fund is used to give ñadditional tuition aidò to our grade school families in special need, which means 

that we give ñextra assistanceò over and above the ñstandard subsidyò given to all parish families from the 

general parish funds. 
 

Last yearôs donations to our Education Endowment totaled $1,585, and the interest received was $3,352, 

while we withdrew $9,572 from the fund to give that extra help to some of our SASEAS families.  We spent 

$4,635 more than we brought in.  Donations and interest received keep this endowment fund active. 
 

St. Andrew pays no Archdiocesan assessment on these funds; interest earned is always reinvested in this 

fund.  Donations can be made to the Education Endowment fund at any time for any amount.  If you would 

like further information, please contact me in the Parish Office, 831-3353.

 The vision of HOPE became a reality in June/July of this  year, as our little town of Milford reached out in 

solidarity to the little town of Bethlehem, where Instructional Strategies  in-service was provided for 28  Latin 

Patriarchate educators.  The instructors, Dr. Steve Kroeger and Stephanie Amsbary from the University of Cincinnati, 

provided a four-day in-service (June 28 ς July 1) on how-to identify and meet the needs of individual students.                                                                                                                                                                    

 On July 10, 2010, we celebrated Solidarity Day, which included partnering of 13 of our Archdiocesan 

teachers with 13 Palestinian teachers.
